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Vessel Standards

Vessel  Age 

Vessels over 20 years of age will be closely scrutinised before acceptance to load at DBCT. Satisfactory past performance or a demonstrated ability to meet all other vessel standards criteria will be considered before acceptance is granted.


Oil/Bulk/Ore (OBO) vessels

OBO vessel will not be accepted to load at DBCT. 

Minimum mooring & mooring line requirements

All mooring lines fore and aft must be on winches. All vessels berthing at DBCT to present with polypropylene mooring lines only. Wire ropes are no longer acceptable. 

Hatch pours

Vessels will be expected to present stowage plans with a maximum two (2) passes (pours) per hatch plus two final trimming pours.

· Maximum 12 pours for vessels with five (5) hatches or less

· Maximum 16 pours for vessels with seven (7) hatches.

· Maximum 20 pours for vessels with nine (9) hatches.

A minimum parcel size of two hatches per product is required to minimise the number of product changes and stockyard movements. Vessels are required to lodge stow plans that allow each product to fully load before changing to the next product.

· Maximum two (2) products/parcels for vessels with five (5) hatches or less

· Maximum three (3) products/parcels for vessels with seven (7) hatches

· Maximum four (4) products/parcels for vessels with nine (9) hatches

Deballasting

Vessels are to provide comprehensive deballasting plans.

As deballasting is such a crucial issue to the turnaround of vessels, the Terminal now requires more detailed deballasting information and pumping capacities as part of the vessel nomination process. Confirmation that a vessel can load within the expected maximum loading time within the deballasting matrix is required and loading stoppages of no longer than two (2) hours +/- one (1) hour are to be assured.

Ship’s Masters should be aware that the Hay Point Harbour Master’s conditions for the provision of pilotage for berthing require vessels have their propeller/s fully immersed with a stern trim of no greater than 2.5m.

Non Compliance

In the event that a vessel does not comply with the Terminal’s provisions, then:

· In the first instance the vessel/owner/operator to receive a letter advising of the non conformance.

· In the second instance the vessel will no longer be accepted for loading until it can demonstrate acceptable performance at  two (2) other coal ports.
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
